EQUIPMENT RESERVE FUND

WHEREAS, due to the anticipated need for equipment used in highway improvements and repair, the Town Board for the Town of Chemung wishes to establish a “Highway Equipment Reserve Fund” to finance the cost of equipment used for work related to highway work in accordance to General Municipal Law Section 6-c; and 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Chemung Town Board authorizes the establishment of a “Highway Equipment Reserve Fund” to accumulate funds to finance the cost of equipment for use related to highway improvements and repair within the Town pursuant to Section 6-c of the General Municipal Law; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Supervisor is hereby directed to deposit and secure the moneys of this Reserve Fund in the manner provided by Section 10 of the General Municipal Law.  The Town Supervisor may invest the moneys in the Reserve Fund in the manner provided by Section 11 of the General Municipal Law, and consistent with the investment policy of the Town of Chemung.  Any interest earned or capital gains realized on the moneys so deposited or invested shall accrue for the Reserve Fund in a manner which maintains the separate identity of the cash and investments of the Reserve Fund; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that except as provided by Section 6-c of the General Municipal Law, expenditures from this Reserve Fund shall be made only for the purpose for which the Reserve Fund was established.  No expenditure shall be made from this Reserve Fund without approval of the Town Board of the Town of Chemung and without such additional actions or proceedings as may be required by Section 6-c of the General Municipal Law.
