WHEREAS, on August 13, 2025, the Town Board of the Town of Chemung granted Special Use Permit No. 2025-1 to Mallory Creek Retreat, owned by Dr. Mike Abrams, for the property located at 257 Mallory Road, Chemung, New York 14825; and

WHEREAS, the Special Use Permit authorized the operation of a small retreat center for local residents, with stays not to exceed two (2) nights and occupancy limited to a maximum of four (4) to six (6) people at a time, as well as the hosting of occasional one-day seminars; and

WHEREAS, the property owner and permit holder, Dr. Mike Abrams, has submitted a written request to the Town Board asking that Special Use Permit No. 2025-1 be rescinded; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has reviewed and considered this request, and finds that rescinding the permit at the applicant’s request is appropriate and consistent with the intent and provisions of the Town of Chemung Zoning Law; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board further finds that this action is in the best interest of both the applicant and the Town of Chemung;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Board of the Town of Chemung as follows:

1. Special Use Permit No. 2025-1, granted on August 13, 2025, to Mallory Creek Retreat, owned by Dr. Mike Abrams, is hereby rescinded in its entirety at the request of the applicant, effective November 12, 2025.

2. The use previously authorized under said permit is no longer permitted as of the effective date of this resolution.

3. The Town Code Enforcement Officer is directed to update all official records to reflect this action and to provide written notice of this rescission to the property owner of record.

4. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.
